1. Please plan to arrive 1 hour before your 1st game to check your team in.  

You will need a roster listing each player and coaches AAU Card Number, each player’s birth certificate and a grade exception form if needed.  This is a Florida AAU Sanctioned Event therefore; each player and coach must be AAU Members.
2. Dress Code is in effect for all bench personnel.  All non-uniformed persons on the bench shall wear slacks, shirts with collars and sleeves and dress shoes or tennis shoes during play.  Shorts, jeans, sweat pants, athletic wear, tee shirts, hats, and open-toed shoes are not permitted.  The dress code applies to female bench personnel as well.  Women may wear dresses or skirts appropriate to the occasion.
Violation of this rule shall result in the assessment of a 2-shot technical foul for each violation.  Thereafter, the offending team shall have one minute to correct the violation.  Any bench personnel not able to comply with this rule will not be allowed to sit on the bench and must move to spectator seating.

There will be a 5 minute half-time on each game.

Timeouts will be 3 full and 2-20 second per game

4. Bring your own warm up balls, a game ball will be provided.
5. The first team listed is the home team and shall wear light uniforms and the second team listed is the away team and shall wear dark.  When bracket play begins, the team on top will be the home team.

6. If a team is winning by more than 30 points, there will be a running clock.  If the team pulls within 15 points, the clock will return to normal operation.
7. Press Rule
Ages 8U/2nd grade thru 10U/4th grade:

Teams ahead by 20 points or more at any point in the second half must play defense behind their three-point arc. If the lead drops below 20 points, normal rules will resume. First offense: warning, second and all additional offenses; 2 shot technical.

Ages 11U/5th grade and older:

Teams ahead by 30 points or more at any point in the second half must play defense behind their three-point arc. If the lead drops below 30 points, normal rules will resume. First offense: warning; second and all additional offenses: 2 shot technical. 
8. Tie Breaker: 
If 2 teams are tied, the first tie breaker is head to head.

If 3 or more teams are tied, the first tie breaker will be point differential, to a maximum of 15 points per game.  If 3 or more teams are still tied, the tie breaker will be the total number of defensive points allowed in pool games.  If the 3 or more teams are still tied, the higher seed coming into the tournament will be the pool winner.  After a pool winner is determined, return to the 2 team tie breaker for the remaining two teams.
8 If a team forfeits a pool game, they may not advance.  They will be permitted to play their 3rd game (which may be the 1st game in bracket play) however, they may not continue in the tournament.
9 Awards will be presented to 1st, 2nd and 3rd place finishers.  3rd place will be determined by the point differential of the semi-final game only.
10 Protest must be made in writing within (1) one hour of the completion of the game being protested by the head coach.  A fee of $100. Cash (refunded if protest is upheld) must accompany the protest.  The written protest must be submitted to the Tournament Director at the site.  All decisions by the protest committee are final.

11 There will be zero tolerance for fighting.  If a player or coach is ejected for fighting, it will be noted on the score sheet and they will be ejected from the tournament.  Please be sure to discuss this with your team.
