Points for Seeding
Sunshine Baseball Teams will receive points to assist the committee in tournament seedings.  The points will be based on the winning percentage of your opponent at the time of play.  For example:

1. If you are a team that is playing .500 or above and you beat a 

team that is .500 or above, you would receive 3 points for winning and they would receive 0.

2. If you are a team that is playing .500 or above and you beat a

team that is .499 or below you would receive 1 point and they 

would receive 0.

3. If you are .500 or above and lose to a team .499 or below, we 

will subtract 3 from you and award 3 to the winner.

4. If you are a team that is .499 or below and you beat a team that 

is .499 or below, you will receive 1 point and they would receive 0.

5. If game ends in a tie each team will receive 1 point regardless 
of each teams win/loss percentage.
6.  If both teams have a record of 0-0 and you win you will receive 1 points.

The points explained in items 1-5 apply to Sunshine Baseball League season games, Tournaments and one day Super Savers.

                     All tournaments that have a minimum of 4 teams (in a specific 

                     age level) will be awarded the following bonus points:
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Tournament double bonus points pertain to team entry and 1st through 8th place only.  Not individual game wins and losses.  

Tournament hosts are responsible for submitting all tournament scores.
A team’s status may change several times throughout the season.  If you attend a tournament in October, your seeding will be based upon the games played thus far.  Therefore, it is imperative that we have your scores throughout the season not just at the end.
